Instead, He was in a third-grade classroom at Takata Elementary School.

( 7 ) the big earthquake, the tsunami alarms sounded. The teachers took the
children to a higher place. Sasaki’s father and his grandparents died. His father,
Kota, was at work near their house. The area ( 4 ) their home was destroyed.

On March 11, 2023, twelve year after the tsunami, people in Rikuzentakata met
in a hall at a new community center. They came to watch Sasaki pitch for Samurai
Japan in a World Baseball Classic game in Tokyo against the Czech Republic.

“Watching him pitch gives us hope in our damaged town,” Murakami, Sasaki’s
baseball coach when Sasaki was a boy, said that day.

“His pitching on March 11 is something special. He is our hope.”

Sasaki does not talk much about the tsunami or what he lost. Whenever he talks

he says he was very afraid that day, After the disaster, he really wanted his normal
life (7 ) come back.

He also wants to live well each day.

“People who have a hard time like this—who face a tsunami and lose loved ones—
change how they think,” Murakami said.

“If you have something you want to do, do it. You only live once.”
